1. Train participants on how to design and implement performances in big events, in the street, public transport and in any place where big number of people are present can be used.
1. Train participants to use drama and performance techniques in opening up social issues and encouraging mutual consideration.  
1. During the training will be created performative materials that will be presented to the audience in the form of performances and dramatic scenes

1. Young people, trainers, youth leaders/workers, from Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Macedonia (7 participants from each country)
1. Actively involved in a youth organization and be in a position to bring into effect the learning of the training
1. Working with or belong to marginalized groups (such as young Roma, youth with disabilities, youth from rural areas, youth from ethnic minorities, youth LGBT, youth with history of violence, etc.)
1. Be willing to participate actively 
1. Be committed to participate in the whole program, on English
1. Age limit: 18-30
